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Who qualifies?

U.S. citizens and legal residents who

worked and paid taxes and are:

» Seniors 65 and older

» Persons under 65 with disabilities

» Persons of any age with permanent
kidney failure

Cost varies based on work history,
annual income, and time of
enrollment. Payment assistance

{ programs are available for persons
with a low income.

What services are covered?

Medicare has four parts:

» Part A is hospital insurance, including
nursing home or hospice care

+ Part B is medical insurance

» Part C is a supplemental plan offered
by private companies (Medicare
Advantage)

» Part D covers prescription medicines.

See the Services Covered panel for a list
of services. Note: Medicare does not
cover dental or vision care.

When can you enroll?

For most people, enrollment is automatic.
If not, you have up to three months after
your 65t birthday to enroll through the
Social Security Administration
